Joel Rafael is an award winning, internationally recognized songwriter from San Diego County, CA. A Kerrville Folk Festival "New Folk Emerging Songwriter Finalist" in 1995, Rafael is considered one of the most natural interpreters of Woody Guthrie's songs.  He is a featured performer at the annual Woody Guthrie Folk Festival. His two most recent CDs on Inside Recordings (Jackson Browne) contain 24+ Woody Guthrie compositions including five previously unpublished Woody Guthrie lyrics to which Rafael composed the music. 
Nancy K. Dillon is an award winning Seattle-based performing songwriter whose debut solo CD, Just Let Me Dream is receiving international airplay.  Dillon’s Oklahoma/Texas roots give her music a Southwestern Americana sound.  Nancy K.’s style of writing has been described as “mythopoetic” and her striking songs evoke the textures of her extensive travels across the American West in tones of  “…surreal euphoria and small town claustrophobia.”  Alan Cackett (Maverick-UK) describes her music as “… very much in the Kasey Chambers and Lucinda Williams school of rootsy singer-songwriters … a new original talent."  www.nancykdillon.net  or www.myspace.com/nancykdillon  

The multi-faceted Eliza Jane Schneider is a singer, fiddler, author, actress, voice artist, dialectologist, composer, oral historian and playwright. She currently tours the world with her band, “Eliza Jane and the Barnyard Gypsies,” while collecting dialect recordings and also performing her award-winning multiple character solo shows. MJ Bishop is an acoustic folk/alt-country solo artist out of Seattle. She has performs steadily in the Pacific NW and has shared the stage with Brandi Carlile, Reggie Garrett, Nancy K. Dillon and Eva Tree and has taken her music to Michigan, Florida, Montana, Idaho and Oregon. She released her debut CD Hometown Address in 2001 and followed up with Feel Good (2003).  MJ is currently at work on her 3rd album.
